Net sales reached a record high, driven by growth in domestic business and MDC'’s contribution since the beginning of the fiscal year following its
consolidation.

Operating profit declined slightly, as increased profit in domestic businesses was outweighed by weakened sales in the U.S. homebuilding
business amid ongoing market uncertainty.

Full-year plan was revised due to progress in the U.S. business and review of plans for domestic property sales. Dividend plan remains unchanged.

In the Rental housing management business, sales and profit increased. The number of units under management increased and the

occupancy rate remained high since we supply high-quality buildings in prime locations and provide high-value added proposals that take a

tenant-first approach. Initiatives such as shortening vacancy periods and promoting DX in rental management also contributed to a
significant improvement in profit margin.
In the Remodeling business, sales declined but profit increased. Nevertheless, we continue promoting the proposal-based and
environment-based remodeling of detached houses as well as remodeling proposals focused on improving the asset value of rental housing.
Group collaboration was also strengthened through the establishment of Sekisui House Support Plus, Ltd. as a separate company.

The Real estate and brokerage business was consolidated into the newly established Sekisui House Real Estate, strengthening land acquisition
and sales. Growth continued, centered on residential land sales.

In the Condominiums business, deliveries progressed smoothly in line with the initial plan, while sales were strong thanks to expansion focused
on strategic areas.

The Urban redevelopment business saw sales decline significantly due to the recoil from property sales that occurred in the same period of the
previous year, but progress was in line with the initial plan. The sale of properties, held by a special purpose company funded by the Company
and other investors, was completed, and we plan to record the profit as equity in earnings of affiliated companies in 3Q.
